Children should be able to explain how they know that a number is a common 

factor. E.g. 8 is a common factor of 24 and 56 because 24 = 8 x 3 and 56 = 8 x 7

perhaps you could have a fact of the day. If you would like more ideas, please speak to your

Practical resources

NOTE – We do not expect children to know all the factors of a number instantly but would 

expect them to be able to work them out within a minute or so for numbers under 100.

The factors of a number are all numbers which 

are divisible by the number with no remainder.  

E.g. the factors of 24 are 1, 2, 3, 4, 6, 8, 12 and 

24 the factors of 56 are 1, 2, 4, 7, 8, 14, 28 and 

56.  

 

The common factors of two numbers are the 

factors they share.  

E.g. the common factors of 24 and 56 are 1, 2, 4 

and 8 the highest common factor of 24 and 56 is 8.
